Purpose 
This is a brief supplemental report primarily intended to offer corrections to errors found 
in the Barron County Conditions and Trends Report (CTR) issued on November 19, 
2008.  In some cases, additional clarifying or explanatory text and supplemental materials 
are included here as well.  However, it is not the intent that this errors and omissions 
report provide updated information, though more recent data is available some sections.  
This supplemental report format was chosen for convenience of those readers who 
previously received a full copy of the original report.   
 
 
1.  Issues and Opportunities Information 
 
misc  General Note on Plans, Programs, & Land Use Policies  
Information on plans, programs, and land use policies are typically not included in the 
CTR.  Such information can be found in a special addendum entitled “Inventory of Plans, 
Programs, and Land Use Policies in West Central Wisconsin” which was completed in 
October 2008. 
 
p. 42-44 Corrections to Table 1.14 
The 2000 percent unemployment was calculated incorrectly for all communities.  Divide 
the number unemployed by the number in the labor force to arrive at the correct 
percentage.  The 1990 percent unemployment is correct. 
 
p. 80  Correction to Table 1.22 
State of Wisconsin percent change should be 48.7%, not 47.1%. 
 
 
2.  Housing Information 
 
p. 88-107 Clarification regarding Housing Data Tables 
Due to differences in U.S. Census sources, housing unit totals in some tables may be 
slightly different than the sum of the individual data attributes for some communities.  
For instance, in Tables 2.8 and 2.9, cost data is not available for all units, thus the total 
units may be slightly higher than the sum of the units-by-cost categories.  
 
p.89, 99-107 Clarification regarding Tables 2.3 and 2.12 
Due to differences in source data, the total housing units is not equal to the sum of single-
family units, multi-family units, and mobile homes for some communities.  Also, in the 
1980 Census, seasonal housing units were not considered vacant and were not included in 
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the total vacant units.  This changed with the 1990 census, at which time total seasonal 
units were included as a sub-sect of “total vacant” units. 
 
p. 97, 99-107 Corrected Tables 2.10 and 2.12 
The U.S. Census change in seasonal and vacant housing unit data reporting from 1980 to 
1990 resulted in inconsistencies in Table 2.12.  Though most of the original data is 
accurate, a modified Table 2.12 is included on the following page for convenience, 
covering total housing units, total seasonal units, and total vacant units by municipality. 
 
The inconsistencies in Table 2.12 resulted in errors in original housing unit projections in 
Table 2.10.  A revised housing unit projection table is provided. 
 
p. 100  Correction to Town of Cedar Lake data in Table 2.12 
The following changes should be made to the 1980 housing unit data:

p. 104  Correction to Town of Sumner data in Table 2.12 
The following changes should be made to the 1980 housing unit data:

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4.  Utilities and Community Facilities Information 
 
p. 149  Update regarding LIBRARIES 
The six public libraries in Barron County are now supported through the Indianhead 
Federated Library System. 
 
p. 154  Amend Table 4.7 under MEDICAL FACILITIES 
Add Luther Midelfort Northland Clinic in Rice Lake to Table 4.7 with 23 physicians.  
 
p. 162  Amend Table 4.10 under PARKS AND RECREATION FACILITIES 
Add National Lumbering Hall of Fame Park in Rice Lake to Table 4.10. 
 
 
5.  Agricultural, Natural, and Cultural Resources Information 
 
p. 177-181 General Note regarding AGRICULTURAL RESOURCES  
Data from the 2007 Census of Agriculture from the U.S. Department of Agriculture is 
now available, but this information was not available at the time the CTR was compiled.  
While the CTR tables have not been updated, West Central Wisconsin Regional Planning 
Commission is incorporating 2007 Census of Agriculture statistics into our regional-level 
planning analysis and reports.  Information on this census update is available at:

p. 177-178 Clarification/Addendum regarding AGRICULTURAL RESOURCES 
Adjusted 1997 Census of Agriculture numbers provided by the USDA National 
Agricultural Statistics Service were used in this report, offering comparability to 
2002 data.  Caution should be taken when making comparisons with earlier agricultural 
census data, since the number of farms are undercounted for many areas. 
 
p. 194  Addendum to NATURAL RESOURCES-SENSITIVE LANDS 
Detailed data on the encroachment and loss of many of these sensitive areas (e.g., 
wetlands, steep slopes) was not readily available for inclusion in this report.  WCWRPC 
may further supplement this information in the future as resources allow.  In the interim, 
community-specific questions can be directed to the Wisconsin Department of Natural 
Resources (WisDNR).  WisDNR contact information is available at their webpage, 
including the service centers in the region: ���������

p. 194  Addendum to SHORELANDS 
Shoreland encroachment data is not readily available.  However, Map 1.2 provided 
earlier in the report shows that many of the fastest growing municipalities in Barron 
County since 1970 have been those communities with significant surface water features.  
Likewise, these communities often have higher numbers of seasonal housing units, as 
shown for our region in the map below, though not all such units are in shoreland areas. 
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There are signs that 
seasonal units in west 
central Wisconsin are 
increasingly becoming 
year-round or retire-
ment homes.  Further, 
with many of the 
prime lakefront 
properties already 
developed, there may 
be an increasing 
demand for shoreland 
properties on rivers. 
 
In lieu of shoreland 
encroachment data, 
the following sub-
section does include 
estimates of structures 
potentially located in 
the 100-year floodplain.  There is a significant overlap between shorelands and 100-year 
floodplains, so this additional information does provide a sense of shoreland development 
trends in Barron County. 
 
p. 195  Addendum to FLOODPLAINS 
Overall, Barron County has had a very few riverine flooding problems in recent decades.  
Past flooding problems have been more the result of stormwater runoff, rather than river 
or lake flooding.  There have only been five (5) National Flooding Insurance Program 
(NFIP) claims for Barron County.  Of these, two were within the City of Rice Lake for 
the same property.  Of the remaining three claims, one was within the Town of Stanley, 
one was within the Town of Lakeland, and the location for the third claim could not be 
determined.   
 
As part of the Barron County Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan, an estimate of the 
number of potential structures in the 100-year floodplains was produced.  This estimate 
was developed using a combination of orthophotography, a 2000 survey of structures in 
unincorporated areas, interviews with cities and villages, and FEMA Flood Insurance 
Rate Maps (FIRMs).  However, this analysis should only be used to identify general 
trends, since elevation data for these structures was not available and the accuracy of the 
FIRMs can be questionable; site specific analysis is often needed to definitively 
determine if a structure is indeed within a floodplain.   
 
The table on the following page identifies the numbers and types of potentially 
floodprone structures in each community which may be located within the 100-year 
floodplain.  The far majority of these structures are located in the unincorporated towns, 
with only fourteen such structures identified in the cities and villages.  This information

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can also serve as a proxy for identifying areas of shoreline encroachment.  It is important 
to note that the FIRMs which delineate the FEMA 100-year floodplain for Barron County 
are being updated, which will likely result in some changes to these numbers.

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p. 195  Addendum to WETLANDS 
According to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources based on 1978-1979 aerial 
photography, Barron County had 42,640 acres of wetlands which are five acres or larger.  
This constitutes approximately 7.7 percent of the county’s total surface area.  Detailed 
data on wetland losses in Barron County was not readily available for inclusion within 
this report.  It has been estimated that approximately 47% of Wisconsin’s original pre-
settlement wetland acreage had been lost by 1979. 
 
p. 200  Correction to WISCONSIN’S LAND LEGACY REPORT 
“Upper Cedar Creek River” should be changed to “Upper Red Cedar River”. 
 
p. 201  Update/Correction to PARK AND RECREATIONAL RESOURCES 
There are now 309.7 miles of snowmobile trails in Barron County. 
 
 
6.  Economic Development Information 
 
p.209-239 General Note regarding ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT INFO. 
Significant economic changes have occurred since the CTR was released and more recent 
data is now available for many of the charts and tables.  While the CTR provides a 
thorough review of pertinent economic trends, the data sources given in this section may 
need to be contacted for more recent information. 
 
p. 209  Addendum to ELEMENT CONTEXT: 
Please note that the layout, data, and description of the economy in this section was 
largely compiled during the Summer of 2008 with the input of a variety of economic 
development agencies in the region, including economic development corporations, 
universities, technical colleges, and Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development.  
Since economic changes can occur quickly at varying levels, much of the data in this 
section will often require updating prior to use for specific projects or purposes. 
 
p. 234  Clarification regarding ENVIRON. CONTAMINATED SITES 
The municipality field in the Wisconsin Bureau of Remediation and Redevelopment 
Tracking System (BRRTS) database includes post offices.  As such, some contaminated 
sites may not be located in the municipality identified in the CTR, but are actually located 
in an adjacent unincorporated community served by the same post office.  As such, the 
number of sites identified for the City of Rice Lake or Barron on page 234 has the 
potential to include portions of adjacent towns.  This also applies to Table 6.10 on pages 
237 to 239 as well.
