p. 186 Addendum to SHORELANDS

Shoreland encroachment data is not readily available. However, 1M provided
earlier in the report shows that some of the fastest gromiunrgaipalities in Polk County
since 1970 are communities with significant surface water fsatulVithin the larger
region as shown in the map below, such communities often have higher nwhbers
seasonal housing units, though not all such units are in shoreland areas.

There are signs that seasonal units in west central Wiscamsincaeasingly becoming
year-round or retirement homes. Further, with many of the prikedréat properties
already developed, there may be an increasing demand for shoreland propenies.on r

In lieu of shoreland encroachment data, the following sub-section ddedarestimates
of structures potentially located in the 100-year floodplain. Theaesignificant overlap
between shorelands and 100-year floodplains, so this additional informatioprdueiee
a sense of shoreland development trends in Polk County.

p. 186 Addendum to FLOODPLAINS

Polk County has not had serious riverine or lake flooding problemscentrdnistory.
Most of the County’s rivers and lakes have minimal fluctuation aag within their
banks during heavy rains or spring runoff. For those areas pronectme or lake
flooding, precautions have been implemented to mitigate flood dameagefloodplain
zoning, dam controls).

During the 2002 flooding, the St. Croix River exceeded the 100-yaad #ind was the
largest flood on historic record. Water rushed down-river ateaofa$2,000 square feet
per second or 26.7 million gallons per minute. However, damage withigttheroix
River floodplain was minimal and limited primarily to parks and lagdi In short,
flooding problems in Polk County in recent decades have been more sille ot
stormwater runoff and dam failure, rather than riverine or lake flooding.

In total, there have only been thirteen National Flood Insurancen€I@IFIP) in Polk
County to date, and only four such claims since 1990. Of these clanugcsrred at
two locations—Sand Lake in the Town of Osceola (4 claims) and S&adin.éhe Town
of Laketown (2 claims).




As part of thePolk County Natural Hazards Mitigation Plaan estimate of the number
of potential structures in the 100-year floodplains was produced. Timsats was
developed using a combination of orthophotography, a 2000 survey of struictures
unincorporated areas, interviews with cities and villages, ardAFElood Insurance
Rate Maps (FIRMs). However, this analysis should only be used mtifydgeneral
trends, since elevation data for these structures was nottdwailad the accuracy of the
FIRMs can be questionable; site specific analysis is ofteaded to definitively
determine if a structure is indeed within a floodplain.

The table on the following page identifies the numbers and typepotantially
floodprone structures in each community which may be located witl@n100-year
floodplain.  Approximately 40% of all residential structures in fleodplains of
unincorporated areas of Polk County can be found within three towns—hin&pple
River, and Alden. The Town of Lincoln has the largest number of thesdendal
structures with 60. It is important to note that the FIRMs whidmelte the FEMA
100-year floodplain for Polk County are being updated, which will likesult in some
changes to these numbers.

This information can also serve as a proxy for identifying sared shoreline
encroachment.

p. 187 Addendum to WETLANDS

According to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources bask@ir8A1979 aerial
photography, Polk County had 60,921 acres of wetlands which are fivecadegger.
This constitutes approximately 10.4 percent of the county’s totalceudieea. Detailed
data on wetland losses in Polk County was not readily availabiedasion within this
report. It has been estimated that approximately 47% of Wiscensnginal pre-
settlement wetland acreage had been lost by 1979.

6. Economic Development Information

Please note that the layout, data, and description of the economy sethisn was
largely compiled during the Summer of 2008 with the input of a varietgcohomic
development agencies in the region, including economic development corporations,
universities, technical colleges, and Wisconsin Department of Wogidevelopment.
Since economic changes can occur quickly at varying levels, muttte afata in this
section will often require updating prior to use for specific projects or purposes.

p. 224 Clarification regarding ENVIRON. CONTAMINATED SITES

The municipality field in the Wisconsin Bureau of Remediation and Wxolement
Tracking System (BRRTS) database includes post offices.uéts some contaminated
sites may not be located in the municipality identified in the CTR, but are gdbcted
in an adjacent unincorporated community served by the same po&t offibis also
applies to Table 6.10 as well.

p. 251 Correction to Table 7.6
The County Total Percent Change for 1998 to 2007 should be 41.9%, not 29.5%.

p. 252 Correction to Table 7.7
