Adjusted 1997 Census of Agriculture numbers provided by the USDA National
Agricultural Statistics Service were used in this report, wfifercomparability to
2002 data. Caution should be taken when making comparisons with earloedtari
census data, since the number of farms are undercounted for many areas.

p.189 Addendum to NATURAL RESOURCES-SENSITIVE LANDS
Detailed data on the encroachment and loss of many of these veersgas (e.g.,
wetlands, steep slopes) was not readily available for inclusitims report.

p. 189 Addendum to SHORELANDS

Shoreland encroachment data is not readily available. However, 1M provided
earlier in the report shows that some of the fastest gromimgjcipalities in St. Croix
County since 1970 are communities with significant surface wagtures. Within the
larger region as shown in the map below, such communities often rgher humbers
of seasonal housing units, though not all such units are in shoreland areas.

There are signs that seasonal units in west central Wiscamsincaeasingly becoming
year-round or retirement homes. Further, with many of the prikedréat properties
already developed, there may be an increasing demand for shoreland propenies.on r

In lieu of shoreland encroachment data, the following sub-section ddedarestimates
of structures potentially located in the 100-year floodplain. Theaesignificant overlap
between shorelands and 100-year floodplains, so this additional informatioprdeele
a sense of shoreland development trends in St. Croix County.

p. 190 Addendum to FLOODPLAINS

Historically in St. Croix County, the most serious riverine floodag been along the
Willow and St. Croix Rivers. Older historical accounts tend tdliggt the larger
riverine floods where dams are washed out or homes, farmseetssivere damaged. In
recent decades, smaller, but still serious flash and stormilaiding events occur more
frequently and tend to be a more significant issue for improvenmeats the smaller
streams and drainageways of the County which may not have araidable to retain
flood waters.

Between 1969 and 2002, St. Croix County was part of five Presidefiiabter
declaration requests involving flooding: 1969, 1971, 1980, 1993, 1998, and 2001, with




the 1971 and 1970 requests denied. The 2001 flooding event caused the most flood
damage in St. Croix County since the floods of the 1960s. The floodiaghe result of

heavy snow fall during winter remaining on the ground through the endaathvand

then rapidly melting, resulting in river stages close to recevel$ along Wisconsin's
western border. Approximately $160,000 in damage assistance requEstsnade

under the Federal Disaster Declaration by St. Croix Countgrgawvental entities for the

2001 flood. Of this damage, 54% was related to the repair of road, shoatdke
culverts.

In total, there have been 37 National Flood Insurance Progran®P)NFEims involving
24 properties for St. Croix County. The largest concentration of tlasns (14 claims
on 6 properties) can be found in the Bass Lake area. The second bagteesntration (7
claims on 4 properties) can be found in the Cove Road area of the Tawoyoon the
St. Croix River, which includes the County’s only two repetitive lospenies. For
incorporated areas, the largest concentration (4 claims on 4 properties City of New
Richmond along Riverside Drive on the north side of the Mill Pond.

As part of theSt. Croix County All Hazards Mitigation Plaan estimate of the number
of potential structures in the 100-year floodplains was produced. Tinsats was
developed using a combination of orthophotography, parcel data, intervidwsities
and villages, and FEMA Flood Insurance Rate Maps (FIRMs). Hexyvéis analysis
should only be used to identify general trends, since elevation datiaek® structures
was not available and the accuracy of the FIRMs can be gnabkle; site specific
analysis is often needed to definitively determine if a airecis indeed within a
floodplain.

The chart on the following page identifies the number of potentialbglprone structures
in each community which may be located within the 100-year floodplBesed upon
best available information, a total of 395 structures in St. Croix @auay be located
within a 100-year floodplain area. The far majority of thesecsiras (79%) were
residential uses and only 12% were commercial uses. Only onerialdststicture in the
high hazard floodplain area was identified, that being located in itjeofCGlenwood
City. It is important to note that the FIRMs which delinegte FEMA 100-year
floodplain for St. Croix County have been recently updated, whichliglly result in
some changes to these numbers.
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As the graph shows, the majority of potentially high hazard stet{#1%) are located
within the incorporated cities and villages, with the largest cureton (19%) within
the Village of North Hudson. Nearby City of Hudson had the higitest concentration
at 14%.

In total, over $63.8 million in assessed improvements were identifipdtastially being
located within the high hazard floodplain areas of St. Croix Countydbasethe St.
Croix County tax assessment database as of Jana29d7. The assessment data does
not include non-taxable buildings and infrastructure, such as churches, gemernm
buildings, individual mobile homes within mobile home parks, and municipal utilities.

This information can also serve as a proxy for identifying sared shoreline
encroachment.

p. 190 Addendum to WETLANDS

According to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources bask@ir8A1979 aerial
photography, St. Croix County had 14,254 acres of wetlands which aracdies or
larger. This constitutes approximately 0.3 percent of the couttigs surface area, a
relatively low amount. Detailed data on wetland losses in &ix@ounty was not
readily available for inclusion within this report. It has beernimeded that
approximately 47% of Wisconsin’s original pre-settlement wetlamedage had been lost
by 1979.

6. Economic Development Information

largely compiled during the Summer of 2008 with the input of a varietgcohomic
development agencies in the region, including economic development corporations,
universities, technical colleges, and Wisconsin Department of Wogidevelopment.
Since economic changes can occur quickly at varying levels, muttte afata in this
section will often require updating prior to use for specific projects or purposes.

p. 228 Clarification regarding ENVIRON. CONTAMINATED SITES

Tracking System (BRRTS) database includes post offices.uéts some contaminated
sites may not be located in the municipality identified in the CTR, but are gdbcated
in an adjacent unincorporated community served by the same past oAs such, the
